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The research interests of this thematic network are mainly Greek Foreign Policy and Greek Defense Policy. The first category includes areas like: Greek Foreign Policy (general) which refers to the role of Greece in the international environment (NATO, EU, Balkans, Mediterranean, third countries etc), Greek-Turkish Relations and the Cyprus Issue. The second category refers to defense expenditure, arms race and military transformation and is labeled as Greek Defense Policy. Although the list is not exclusive, the research interests of this Thematic Network are mainly on issues and aspects that have occurred during the last three decades.
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
